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“Rock with a Slam” is how Julian Angel describes the music on his new album, “Choreography Sucks.” Indeed, the intro track really sets the tone and hammers home the point that this is a huge, melodic, throw-your-hands-up in the air, feel-good rock CD that rock fans have been waiting for.

Following up on his 2000 release, “www.angel-rock.com,” this new album is a much more ambitious and majestic work, successfully combining Julian’s musical influences with a big, modern sound, and coming up with a rock album that is catchy, unique, hip, and certainly fresh.

Songs like “Rock with a Slam” and “Sucker Punch” are full of attitude and 

a huge production, reminding one of Motley Crue and Alice Cooper, but with a much more current sound, as they combine razor-sharp riffs and catchy choruses with slamming beats and grooves.

But perhaps the most pleasantly surprising tracks are “Oh La La,” which is 

a brilliant combination of funky, meaty grooves, awesome drum beats, and multi-layered vocals, which reminds one of Extreme and Linkin Park, and “Give the Radio Back,” which is sure to be a fan-favorite, with its super-smooth melodies and slick production that makes you want to sing along again and again.

Songs like “Bling Bling” and “Boob Boob Booty” are yet another good surprise, with their stripped-back, melodic feel that combines the new sound with a country/western feel, yet these songs remain faithful to the style and message of the album.

But there is no surprise in how the album ends, with “What Goes Up”, which features huge vocals and bombastic drum beats that would fill a stadium full of rabid, hungry rock fans.

Having already received radio play with his first CD single, “Sucker Punch,” there is no doubt that “Choreography Sucks” will receive even more radio play and will firmly establish Julian Angel as one of the hippest, coolest rock musicians in the scene today. 

In addition to recording and releasing quality modern rock albums, Julian is a busy man indeed, as he runs his own artist management/booking agency working for clients including BMW, Hewlett Packard and the Mercedes Benz Golf Cup. Julian has also been nominated as “Best Rock Guitarist” for the German Rock Awards. And with his new album, “Choreography Sucks,” Julian shows not only his guitar-playing abilities, but also his superb vocal skills, and his expertise in creating a fresh, new sound that will hopefully usher in a new era in rock music.
